Constitution and By-Laws

Article 1:  Name, Color and Emblem

Section 1

The name of the club is Cimarron Starlite Cruisers Car Club

Section 2

The colors are red, white and black

Section 3

The emblem of the club is shown below and on page 5
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Article II:  Objective and Purposes
Section 1.

Promote interest in and appreciation of collectable cars and trucks.

Section 2.

Conduct club functions and activities with an emphasis on family participation so as to provide a means of common enjoyment for all members.

Section 3.

Promote safety in automobile design, maintenance, driving and overall vehicle operation.

Section 4.

Create good fellowship and sportsmanship among all members of the club.

Section 5.

Provide a means of interchange of ideas and communications between members, other clubs, as well as the public, press and law enforcement agencies.

Section 6.

Uphold the principles of good government.

Article III:  Membership Requirements and Rules

Section 1.

There shall be two types of members in the club:  Active Membership requires each member to attend two meetings and one club activity during the year. Associate Membership is for those that cannot attend regular club meetings and activities but would like to be apart of the club when their schedule allows.

Section 2.

The following requirements must be met to be eligible for membership:

A. A person of good character who is a car enthusiast

Section 3.

Each member along with the assistance of the 2nd Vice President is responsible for organizing and conducting one monthly social activity for the enjoyment of the club members.  

Section 4.

All members must maintain the safety of their cars to sustain membership.

Section 5.

All active members are entitled to all voting rights, right to wear or display the club emblem and colors, as well as any other privileges of membership.

Section 6.

Any member may be permanently suspended by a majority vote of the active membership for actions considered to be in definite violation of the objectives and purposes of the club, or that would bring discredit to the club.

Section 7.

All members will be required to remove club decals, etc. from their vehicles upon selling their vehicles to someone other than club members.

Section 8.

Membership may be limited to twenty-five (25) families, but can be changed or approved by a majority vote of the members in good standing.  Suggestion:  revise as needed.

Section 9.

Each member of this club may be a member of other Car Clubs, if so desired.

Article IV:  Initiation Fees and Dues 

Section 1.

Dues for Active Members are $25.00 per year per family due April 1 of each year.  Dues for Associate Members are $25.00 per year. Dues are considered delinquent after two months.  

Section 2.

Delinquent dues constitute grounds for expulsion and loss of newsletter.

Section 3.

The dues paid are non-refundable for any reason.

Section V:  Officers and Duties

Section 1.

The elected officers of the club include:  President, 1st Pre-President, 2nd Vice President, Secretary, and Treasurer.  

Section 2.

President:  The president will preside over all meetings of the club, schedule regular elections and be sure they are held in accordance with this constitution, represent the club at any function for which a specific representative has not been selected.

Section 3.

1st Vice President:  Will assist the president and will perform all duties of the president in his/her absence.  He/she shall also be the activity chairperson in 2nd Vice President’s absence.  Suggestion:  Update to reflect this is the step down office from the presidency, to help maintain flow of projects and contacts from prior year as previously approved by vote of the club.

Section 4.

2nd Vice President:  Will act as ex-officio member of all committees, and chairman of monthly activities.  He/she shall also be the Activity Chairperson and assist members with the club drives and socials.

Section 5.

Secretary:  Will record and maintain the minutes of the meeting of the club, maintain membership records, supervise all records of the club and handle correspondence.

Section 6.

Treasurer:  The treasurer will collect dues, collect all other income due the club, maintain financial accounting books and supplies, make payment from club funds when so directed and make a monthly report of the club’s financial status to the membership.

Section 7.

Show Chairman: The show chairman for the year is an appointment volunteer position approved by vote of the club. 

Article VI: Elections
Section 1.

All members running for any office must be an active member in good standing.

Section 2.

All elected and/or appointed officers must remain active members in good standing for the duration of their terms in office.

Section 3.

All officers are elected at the December meeting and will assume office at the next regular business meeting.  

Section 4.

All Club officers will hold office for twelve (12) months or until their successors are duly elected and qualified.  

Section 5.

Elected officers may run for the same office more than once, if they so desire.

Section 6.

Nominations must be made from the floor during a regular meeting.  All voting will be by show of hands.  OR ( All voting for officers will be by written ballot.)

Section 9.

Elected officers will be decided by a majority vote of active members present.  Change:  Will be decided by a majority vote of the votes cast.

Article VII:  Meetings

Section 1.

A quorum shall be defined as a majority of total active membership of the association.  Review:  Our votes are being done by a vote of membership present at a meeting unless tabled because of low attendance at a meeting.  Change:  To majority vote of members present at regular meetings required for passage of motions.

Section 2.

Regular business meetings will be held once a month at a time and place set forth by the membership in addition to regular business meetings and attempt will be made to hold social events every month.

Section 3.

The president can call special membership meetings and special officer meetings.  Review:  Possible addition of members at large to committee of officers with minutes to be taken and reported as minutes are from regular meetings.

Article Vlll: Club sponsored car shows

Section 1.

The club will sponsor car shows with the proceeds going toward club-sponsored charities.

Section 2.

Club members cars will be for display only during club sponsored car shows.
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
